and the extent to which the above listed conditions or death from the above listed conditions may be war-
caused, defence-caused, a service injury, a service disease or a service death. Persons and organisations
wishing to make a submission can use the RMA website [www.rma.gov.au/investigations/] to electronically
lodge the submission and supporting information.
