The terms defined in the Schedule 1 - Dictionary have the meaning given when used in this instrument.

[bookmark: _Ref403053584]This Statement of Principles is about complex regional pain syndrome and death from complex regional pain syndrome.
Meaning of complex regional pain syndrome
(1) [bookmark: _Ref409598124][bookmark: _Ref402529683]For the purposes of this Statement of Principles, complex regional pain syndrome means a disorder of a body region or regions which meets the following criteria:
(a) continuing pain, which is disproportionate to any inciting event; and
(b) at least one symptom in two of the four following categories:
(i) sensory: hyperalgesia or allodynia;
(ii) vasomotor: temperature asymmetry or skin colour changes or skin colour asymmetry;
(iii) sudomotor/oedema: oedema or sweating changes or sweating asymmetry; or
(iv) motor/trophic: decreased range of motion or motor dysfunction (weakness, tremor, dystonia) or trophic changes (hair, nails, skin); and
(c) at least one sign at the time of evaluation in two or more of the following categories:
(i) sensory: evidence of hyperalgesia (to pinprick) or allodynia (to light touch and/or deep somatic pressure or joint movement);
(ii) vasomotor: evidence of temperature asymmetry or skin colour changes or asymmetry;
(iii) sudomotor/oedema: evidence of oedema or sweating changes or sweating asymmetry; or
(iv) motor/trophic: evidence of decreased range of motion or motor dysfunction (weakness, tremor, dystonia) or trophic changes (hair, nails, skin).
Death from complex regional pain syndrome
For the purposes of this Statement of Principles, complex regional pain syndrome, in relation to a person, includes death from a terminal event or condition that was contributed to by the person's complex regional pain syndrome.
Note: terminal event is defined in the Schedule 1 – Dictionary.
[bookmark: _Toc459116185]Basis for determining the factors
On the sound medical‑scientific evidence available, the Repatriation Medical Authority is of the view that it is more probable than not that complex regional pain syndrome and death from complex regional pain syndrome can be related to relevant service rendered by veterans or members of the Forces under the VEA, or members under the MRCA.
Note: relevant service is defined in the Schedule 1 – Dictionary.

[bookmark: _Ref402530190]At least one of the following factors must exist before it can be said that, on the balance of probabilities, complex regional pain syndrome or death from complex regional pain syndrome is connected with the circumstances of a person's relevant service:
[bookmark: _Ref402530260][bookmark: _Ref409598844]having an injury or a disease involving a major peripheral nerve in the six months before the clinical onset of complex regional pain syndrome, where the pain originates in the region of the affected peripheral nerve;
having an injury or a disease from the specified list of injuries or diseases in the six months before the clinical onset of complex regional pain syndrome, where the pain originates in the region of the body affected by the injury or disease;
Note: specified list of injuries or diseases is defined in the Schedule 1 - Dictionary.	 
having surgery in the six months before the clinical onset of complex regional pain syndrome, where the pain originates in the region of the surgical procedure;
being treated with phenobarbital at the time of the clinical onset of complex regional pain syndrome;
inability to obtain appropriate clinical management for complex regional pain syndrome.

The existence in a person of any factor referred to in section 8, must be related to the relevant service rendered by the person.
The factor set out in subsection 8(5) applies only to material contribution to, or aggravation of, complex regional pain syndrome where the person's complex regional pain syndrome was suffered or contracted before or during (but did not arise out of) the person's relevant service. 
[bookmark: _Toc459116188]Factors referring to an injury or disease covered by another Statement of Principles
In this Statement of Principles:
if a factor referred to in section 8 applies in relation to a person; and 
that factor refers to an injury or disease in respect of which a Statement of Principles has been determined under subsection 196B(3) of the VEA;
then the factors in that Statement of Principles apply in accordance with the terms of that Statement of Principles as in force from time to time.

defence service (other than hazardous service and British nuclear test defence service) under the VEA; or
peacetime service under the MRCA.
Note: MRCA and VEA are also defined in the Schedule 1 - Dictionary.	
specified list of injuries or diseases means:
acute myocardial infarction;
crush injury;
cut, stab, abrasion or laceration;
electrical injury;
external bruise;
fracture;
hemiplegia of the limb due to cerebrovascular accident; 
herpes zoster;
intramuscular injection;
intravenous injection or cannulation;
joint dislocation;
leprosy;
physical injury due to munitions discharge;
snakebite;
spinal cord injury;
sprain or strain;
venepuncture; or 
any other injury or disease which causes acute tissue damage.
terminal event means the proximate or ultimate cause of death and includes the following:
	pneumonia;
	respiratory failure;
	cardiac arrest;
	circulatory failure; or
	cessation of brain function.
VEA means the Veterans' Entitlements Act 1986.
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
