9(16) Replace the existing factor in subsection 9(16) with the
following:

taking an immune checkpoint inhibitor or an interferon
within the one year before the clinical onset of
hypopituitarism;

Dictionary.

9(34) Replace the existing factor in subsection 9(34) with the
following:

taking an immune checkpoint inhibitor or an interferon
within the one year before the clinical worsening of
hypopituitarism;

Note: immune checkpoint inhibitor is defined in the Schedule 1 -
Dictionary.

Schedule 1 — | Replace the existing definition of "immune checkpoint
Dictionary inhibitor" with the following:

immune checkpoint inhibitor means a form of cancer
immunotherapy that uses monoclonal antibodies
targeting the immune checkpoint proteins. Examples
include ipilimumab, tremelimumab, nivolumab and
pembrolizumab.
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
