any person having expertise in afield relevant to the investigation.

The Repatriation Medical Authority will hold its first meeting for the purposes of the investigation on 29
May 1998.

Under the Veterans' Entitlements Act 1986, the RMA is required to find out whether thereis anew body

of sound medical-scientific evidence about refractive error, particularly in reation to exposure to ultra violet

rays, environmentd irritation, and pterygium. Therefore, persons and organisations wishing to make a
submission should obtain from the RMA Secretariat (at the address and phone number below) a copy of

the RMA Submission Guidelines.
