the Repatriation Commission; and

any person having expertisein afield relevant to the investigation.

The Repatriation Medicd Authority will hold its first meeting for the purposes of this investigation on 15
December 1999.

Under the Veterans' Entitlements Act 1986, the RMA is required to find out whether thereis a new body
of sound medicd-scientific evidence about chronic ulcerative colitis, particularly in relation to stress.
