Under the Act, the Authority is required to find out whether there is new information available about how
inflammeatory periodonta disease may be contracted or deeth from inflammatory periodonta disease may
occur; or the extent to which inflammatory periodontal disease or deeth from inflammatory periodonta
disease may be war-caused or defence-caused.
