e any person having expertisein afield relevant to the investigation.
The Authority will hold its first meeting for the purposes of this investigation on 30 July 2001.

Under the Act, the Authority is required to find out whether there is new information available
about how open-angle glaucoma may be contracted or death from open-angle glaucoma may occur;
or the extent to which open-angle glaucoma or death from open-angle glaucoma may be war-caused
or defence-caused.
