The Authority will hold its first meeting for the purposes of this investigation on 2 February 2004.

Under the Act, the Authority is required to find out whether there is new information available about
how rotator cuff syndrome may be contracted or death from rotator cuff syndrome may occur;
and the extent to which rotator cuff syndrome or death from rotator cuff syndrome may be war-
caused or defence-caused.
