e any organisation representing veterans, Australian mariners, members of the Forces, members of the
Peacekeeping Forces or their dependants;

e theRepatriation Commission; and

e any person having expertisein afield relevant to the investigation.
The Authority will hold its first meeting for the purposes of this investigation on 28 June 2004.

Under the Act, the Authority is required to find out whether there is information available about how
pulmonary baratrauma may be contracted or death from pulmonary baratrauma may occur; and the
extent to which pulmonary baratrauma or death from pulmonary baratrauma may be war-caused or
defence-caused. Persons and organisations wishing to make a submission should obtain from the
Repatriation Medical Authority Secretariat (at the address and phone number below) a copy of the
Repatriation Medical Authority Submission Guidelines.
