Meaning of Gulf War Illness
[bookmark: _Ref409598124][bookmark: _Ref402529683]For the purposes of this Statement of Principles, Gulf War Illness:
means multiple medically unexplained symptoms seen in military personnel that meets the following diagnostic criteria (derived from the Kansas definition):
the symptoms have persisted for at least 6 consecutive months;
the symptoms are not better explained by another medical condition including but not limited to moderate to severe traumatic brain injury, chronic fatigue syndrome, fibromyalgia, chronic multisymptom illness, somatic symptom disorder or posttraumatic stress disorder; and
having concurrently at least one symptom of moderate or severe severity or at least two symptoms of mild severity in at least 3 of the 6 following symptom domains:
Fatigue and sleep symptom domain;
Fatigue; or
Feeling unwell after exercise or exertion; or
Problems falling or staying asleep; or
Not feeling rested after sleep;
Pain symptom domain;
Pain in joints; or
Pain in muscles; or
Body pain where you hurt all over; 
Neurological/Cognitive/Mood symptom domain;
Problems remembering recent information; or
Feeling irritable or having angry outbursts; or
Numbness or tingling in extremities; or 
Headaches; or 
Eyes very sensitive to light; or 
Trouble finding words when speaking; or
Feeling down or depressed; or
Difficulty concentrating; or 
Night sweats; or 
Feeling dizzy, lightheaded or faint; or 
Low tolerance for heat or cold; or 
Symptoms in response to smells or chemicals; or
Blurred or double vision; or
Tremors or shaking; or
Gastrointestinal symptom domain;
Diarrhoea; or
Nausea or upset stomach; or 
Abdominal pain or cramping; or  
Respiratory symptom domain; 
Difficulty breathing; or
Frequent coughing without a cold; or 
Wheezing in chest; or 
Skin symptom domain.
Skin rash; or 
Other skin problems. 
Death from Gulf War Illness
For the purposes of this Statement of Principles, Gulf War Illness, in relation to a person, includes death from a terminal event or condition that was contributed to by the person's Gulf War Illness.
Note: terminal event is defined in the Schedule 1 – Dictionary.

The Repatriation Medical Authority is of the view that there is sound medical‑scientific evidence that indicates that Gulf War Illness and death from Gulf War Illness can be related to relevant service rendered by veterans, members of Peacekeeping Forces, or members of the Forces under the VEA, or members under the MRCA.
Note: MRCA, relevant service and VEA are defined in the Schedule 1 – Dictionary.

The existence in a person of the factor referred to in section 8, must be related to the relevant service rendered by the person.

In this Statement of Principles:
if the factor referred to in section 8 applies in relation to a person; and 
the factor refers to an injury or disease in respect of which a Statement of Principles has been determined under subsection 196B(2) of the VEA;
then the factor in that Statement of Principles applies in accordance with the terms of that Statement of Principles as in force from time to time.

MRCA means the Military Rehabilitation and Compensation Act 2004.
